Podcasts
• Not new, but…
• Has roots in radio; term first used in 2004 
• Added to iTunes in 2005

• Available in many places!
• Approximately 250,000 podcasts available1

• 42 million weekly podcast listeners2

• Average of 5 podcasts listened to each week2

• Many celebrities have podcasts: RuPaul, Jillian Michaels, Aisha 
Tyler, Neil DeGrasse Tyson, Snoop Dog, Anna Faris, Shaq…

• No good way to discover new podcasts outside of word-of-
mouth – at least not yet...

•Livestreaming!
•Originally Justin.tv

•Began as gaming-only
•Now a variety of streaming content

•Owned by Amazon.com
•Direct connection to fans via chat
•Fan supported through subscriptions, donation, and 
‘bits’

•Community model makes for lots of inside jokes, 
taking requests/playing with fans, contests, etc.



Twitch

Types of content: Musical artists/bands, 
artists, game creation, RPGs, political 

debates, social cooking, social viewing, and 
lots and lots (and lots) of gaming

Because it’s the newest of the three we’re 
discussing, it will be interesting to see where 

creators take this platform.



YouTube
Some basics:
•Began in November 2005
•Over a billion users1 (1/3 of 
people with Internet)

•Approximately 50 million 
active channels2

• In 2016, 2000 accounts with 
over a million subscribers3

•300 hours of content 
uploaded each minute2

• In 88 countries, with content 
in 76 languages1

•More 18-49 year olds than any 
cable network1

•More than half of views come 
from mobile devices1
